When you choose Photo Album, you first have 

a choice of sizes.  There are 5 choices:  12ò 

square; 8ò square; 5ò square; 8-1/2ò x 11ò 

portrait; and 8-1/2ò x 11ò landscape.  (Stampinô 

Up! does not currently have a 6ò x 6ò option 

because their printing contractor does not 

currently offer that option.) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Once you have chosen any of the size options, 

you have a third option.  You may choose to 

have the layouts with embellishments that have 

been designed by Stampinô Up!ôs professional 

designers.  You may choose the professionally-

designed layouts for photos only.  Or you may 

choose to create your own layouts.  (Note that, 

even if you choose to use your own layouts, you 

will be able to choose designer layouts later on 

if you wish.) 



For the  first choiceðDesigner Layouts, there 

are currently seven choices.  The first choiceð

Christmas Jingleðis shown here.  (Note that 

you will be able to move the various page 

choices around once you get into your project.) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

For the second choice, there is currently only 

one template available for each size album, and 

there are 14 different photo layouts from which 

to choose.  (Note that you can arrange and 

rearrange these layouts to your heartôs content 

through the album building process.  You can 

even make mirror images of each page layout 

for great 2-page layouts!)
